3. UsE VISUALS: INCORPORATE IMAGES OF ARTWORKS OR BOOK COVERS TO CREATE A MORE ENGAGING EXPERIENCE.

4. Focus oN THEMES: EXPLORE THEMES IN LITERATURE AND ART, AS THIS CAN LEAD TO DEEPER DISCUSSIONS AND LEARNING
OPPORTUNITIES.

5. ENcoUrAGE TEAM PLAY: GROUP QUIZZES CAN FOSTER COLLABORATION AND MAKE THE EVENT MORE ENJOY ABLE.
