UNDERSTANDING FRENCH VERB CONJUGATION

FRENCH VERBS ARE TYPICALLY CATEGORIZED INTO THREE GROUPS BASED ON THEIR ENDINGS: -ER, -IR, AND -RE verBsS. EACH
GROUP FOLLOWS A SPECIFIC PATTERN OF CONJUGATION, WHICH CHANGES ACCORDING TO THE SUBJECT PRONOUN AND THE TENSE
(PRESENT, PAST, FUTURE, ETC.).

o -ER VERBS: THE LARGEST GROUP OF FRENCH VERBS, ACCOUNTING FOR ABOUT 809% OF ALL VERBS. EXAMPLES INCLUDE
“pARLER” (TO sPEAK) AND “AIMER” (TO LOVE).

® -|R VERBS: THIS GROUP INCLUDES VERBS LIKE “FINIR (TO FINISH) AND CHOISIR (TO CHOOSE). THEY TYPICALLY
FOLLOW A REGULAR PATTERN.

¢ -RE VERBS: THESE VERBS, SUCH AS “VENDRE” (TO SELL) AND “ATTENDRE” (TO WAIT), HAVE THEIR OWN UNIQUE
ENDINGS.

2. CONJUGATION PATTERNS

FRENCH VERBS ARE CONJUGATED BASED ON THE SUBJECT PRONOUN. HERE ARE THE SUBJECT PRONOUNS IN FRENCH:

Je()

Tu (You - INFORMAL)

IL/ELLe/ON (He/SHe/One)

Nous (\WE)

Vous (You - FORMAL/PLURAL)

ILs/ELLes (THEY - MASCULINE/FEMININE)

EACH SUBJECT PRONOUN WILL CHANGE THE VERB ENDING, AND IT IS VITAL TO MEMORIZE THESE ENDINGS FOR THE MOST COMMON
VERBS.

CoMMON IRREGULAR VERBS

W/HILE THE MAJORITY OF FRENCH VERBS FOLLOW REGULAR CONJUGATION PATTERNS, SEVERAL KEY VERBS ARE IRREGULAR AND
DO NOT CONFORM TO THE TYPICAL ENDINGS. HERE ARE SOME OF THE MOST COMMON IRREGULAR VERBS ALONG WITH THEIR
PRESENT TENSE CONJUGATIONS.

TiPs FOR MASTERING FRENCH VERB CONJUGATION

MASTERING FRENCH VERB CONJUGATION CAN BE CHALLENGING, BUT EMPLOYING THE FOLLOWING STRATEGIES CAN HELP SIMPLIFY
THE PROCESS:

1. PRACTICE REGULARLY

CONSISTENT PRACTICE IS KEY. ALLOCATE TIME EACH DAY TO REVIEW AND PRACTICE CONJUGATING VERBS. USE FLASHCARDS OR
APPS THAT FOCUS ON VERB FORMS.

2. CReaTE CONJUGATION T ABLES

WRITING OUT YOUR OWN CONJUGATION TABLES CAN REINFORCE YOUR UNDERSTANDING. USE THE COMMON VERBS PROVIDED IN
THIS ARTICLE AND CREATE YOUR OWN TABLES FOR PRACTICE.

3. Use MNEMONICS

CREATE MNEMONIC DEVICES TO REMEMBER CONJUGATION ENDINGS. ASSOCIATING ENDINGS WITH FAMILIAR WORDS OR PHRASES
CAN AID IN RETENTION.



4. ENGAGE IN CONVERSATION

PRACTICE SPEAKING WITH NATIVE FRENCH SPEAKERS OR LANGUAGE PARTNERS. THIS REAL-WORLD APPLICATION WILL HELP YOU
SOLIDIFY YOUR UNDERSTANDING OF VERB CONJUGATIONS.

5. ReaD AND WRITE IN FRENCH

\WHAT IS THE BASIC STRUCTURE OF A FRENCH VERB CONJUGATION TABLE?

A FRENCH VERB CONJUGATION TABLE TYPICALLY INCLUDES THE VERB'S INFINITIVE FORM, ITS CONJUGATIONS ACROSS DIFFERENT
TENSES (PRESENT, PAST, FUTURE) AND MOODS (INDICATIVE, SUBJUNCTIVE, CONDITIONAL), ALONG WITH EXAMPLES FOR EACH
CONJUGATION.

\W/HAT ARE THE THREE MAIN GROUPS OF REGULAR FRENCH VERBS?

THE THREE MAIN GROUPS OF REGULAR FRENCH VERBS ARE: 1ST GROUP (~ER VERBS LIKE ‘PARLER’), 2ND GROUP (-IR VERBS LIKE
"FINIR"), AND 3RD GROUP (IRREGULAR VERBS, INCLUDING ~RE VERBS LIKE 'VENDRE' AND OTHER IRREGULAR FORMS).

How Do | CONJUGATE THE VERB ‘[F] TRE' IN THE PRESENT TENSE?

IN THE PRESENT TENSE, '] TRE' IS CONJUGATED AS FOLLOWS: JE SUIS, TU ES, IL/ELLE/ON EST, NOUS SOMMES, VOUS [P TES,
ILS/ELLES SONT.
